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IME Becas/Hispanic Collaborative’s Scholars Program Application Guidelines

The Application deadline is January 23, 5pm, 2012.

You must be:

1. Low income and can provide family income information, such as 2010 Tax Return or check stubs.

2. Must be enrolled in any post secondary educational institution.

3. Have a 3.0 grade average. Must submit official transcript. 
4. Provide proof that you or your parents were born in Mexico: Mexican passport, Matricula card or Mexican birth certificate.

5. Has received scholarship application support, assistance or aid by participating in one of the Greater Kansas City Hispanic Collaborative programs, such as: Latinos of Tomorrow, Bizfest or Young Latinos Professionals.
If you are selected, you must be willing to:

1. You must be enrolled in a post-secondary institution of high learning for the 2012 spring semester.

2. Participate in the Latinos of Tomorrow’s College retention and tracking program through the 2012 spring semester or longer.

3. Have 3.0 GPA for the 2011 Fall Semester.  Also agree to maintain an overall 3.0 GPA for the 2012 Spring Semester and receive academic assistance from the Latinos of Tomorrow’s College retention program.   
4. Submit and finish a program or presentation that we help other students in preparing for college or stay in college. 
You will need to submit electronic scanned and printed copies of the following application material:

1. A copy of one of the following: Mexican Passport/Matricula Card/Yours or parents birth certificates from Mexico.  

2. The Hispanic Collaborative/IME Becas Scholars Program application and essay. An essay, not more than 800 words, on how this support will help you in your academic career or if currently receiving IME Becas support-how it has helped you.  See below.   

3. A copy of your official academic record from the 2011/2012 fall semester and the 2010/2011 college year.   
4. The Hispanic Collaborative/IME Becas Scholars Program financial disclosure form, see below.
